I    MY ROLAND

INFO YOU CAN USE

	 When looking at other printers, there are some formidable 
opponents out there.  There are solvent and eco solvent printers 
with 1440 true dpi printing, fast running speeds, like the Roland, 
and good quality output.
	 There are other issues, thought, that should ALWAYS be 
taken into consideration when buying a printer.  It would be 
nice if we could publish as a completely unbiased party, because 
these are facts that are important to consider. 
	 First there is the known issue of solvent printers versus eco-
solvent printers.  There are shops that are set up to ventilate and 
can run a solvent machine all day long.  But in office environ-
ments, in buildings with shared space, and in lots of cities where 
your air is not all your own, there is some serious consideration 
that has to be made for the purity of the fumes coming out of 
your printer.  
	 The toxic VOC’s (Volatile organic compounds (VOCs) are 
organic chemical compounds that have high enough vapor 
pressures under normal conditions to significantly vaporize and 
enter the atmosphere) from some printers can make a work area 
uninhabitable if not ventilated properly.   Not only is the smell 
hard to work around, but it can make your employees sick.  And, 
endangering their health is a definite OSHA concern.
	 That issue aside, let’s just consider the maintenance agree-
ments for a second.  Roland printers, the newest models, now 
come with a two year, all inclusive warranty—parts, labor, print 
heads; the works.  Mimaki, Mutoh, HP—all of these printers still 
come standard with a one year limited warranty.  Ask what they 
cover or, more specifically,  ask about the coverage on the print 
heads.
	 Let’s just look at one case, for example—the HP 9000.
	 The HP 9000 comes with one year parts and labor with the 
purchase price.  The second year warranty costs $4,120 and the 
third is $8,250.  Additionally, the second year warranty for the 
HP 10000 is $5,760 and the third year is $11,520.  And, finally, 
the HP 8000, for a second year service contract, costs $3,390 and 
$6,775 for the third year.  Plus phone support is $399.00 per year 
without the service contract.  People have to factor that in when 
comparing to a Roland with a 2 year FULL COVERAGE warranty.
	 Now, who will do the service work on this printer that you 
have purchased?  Is is sthe company that you bought it from or 
a third party?  What is their response time?  Can you wait two 
weeks while your machine is down and in the queue?
	 And then, as always, there is WHO you are buying it from.  
What experience do they have?  How many technicians?  How 
many other machines in the field?  Do they work with them on a 
regular basis?  Have demo units on display in their demo room?  
Do they provide training?  There are many things to think about 
when buying a printer that have to do with the hardware, and 
probably more than have to do with the brand and the dealer, 
because that is what will keep it running!
