Editorial: Too Cheap To Make Money

There are a lot of old adages that sound something like,
“You've got to give a little to get a little.”

We talk to a lot of customers every day, and just like any-
thing, the calls range from problems to questions to praise. A
little bit of everything. There are plenty of calls that are about
product recommendations— we take time to assess the need
and application and recommend—sometimes even source—
the product.

Uncle Sam Can Save You Money!

On February 13,2008, President Bush signed The Economic
Stimulus Act of 2008 into law.This law has two provisions that
may reduce your cost of investing in new equipment for your
business.This bill increased the expensing limits for small busi-
ness and includes a 50% bonus depreciation provision. If your
business qualifies, you may be able to take advantage of both.

Section 179 - Expanded Expensing for Small Businesses
Companies that purchase less than $800,000 of capital assets in
a year now can expense (i.e., deduct currently) the first $250,000
of capital investment, effective for purchases made in 2008 (the
prior limits for 2008 were $128,000 and $510,000 respectively).
